Come From?

For years, bone grafting material had to be taken from another part of
your jaw or body, requiring additional surgery. Today, bone grafting
materials such as Puros® Allograft may be used in place of your own
bone, with no additional surgery required. During the healing
process the graft material is intended to act as a scaffold and be
replaced by your own new bone.

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Why Do | Need A Sinus Lift Procedure?

ASinus Lift is often required as a first step when placing a dental implant in the back of
your upper jaw. When upper back teeth are lost, bone in that area naturally shrinks or
resorbs over time. Consequently, your sinus membranes expand to occupy the empty
space where the bone used to be. When there is insufficient bone available to securely
place a dental implant, the sinus membrane must be lifted in order to create space for
placing additional bone in that area.

Not all patients are candidates for this procedure. Only your doctor can determine the treatment
appropriate for your specific condition. Appropriate post-operative activities and restrictions will differ
from patient to patient. Talk to your doctor about whether a sinus lift is right for you and the risks of the
procedure, including the risk of wear, infection, loosening, breakage or failure. For additional information,
visit www.zimmerbiometdental.com.
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
